(aa) deliberately destroying, falsifying, altering or concealing
of evidence material to the investigation or making false
statements to investigators in order to materially impede
a GoN/DP investigation into allegations of a corrupt,
fraudulent, coercive or collusive practice; and/or
threatening, harassing or intimidating any party to
prevent it from disclosing its knowledge of matters
relevant to the investigation or from pursuing the
investigation; or

(bb) acts intended to materially impede the exercise of the
GoN’s/DP’s inspection and audit rights provided for
under sub-clause 3.5 below.

(b) will reject bid(s) if it determines that the bidder has, directly or
through an agent, engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive,
coercive, or obstructive practices in competing for the contract in
question;

(c) will sanction a firm or individual, including declaring ineligible,
for a stated period of time, to be awarded a GoN/DP-financed
contract if it at any time determines that the firm has, directly or
through an agent, engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive,
coercive, or obstructive practices in competing for, or in
executing, a GoN/DP-financed contract.

(f) collusive practice among bidders before or after submission
of bids for distribution of works among bidders or fixing
artificial/uncompetitive bid price with an intention to deprive
the Employer the benefit of open competitive bid price,

(g) contacting the Employer with an intention to influence the
Employer with regards to the bids or interference of any kind
in examination and evaluation of the bids during the period
from the time of opening of the bids until the notification of
award of contract.

Without prejudice to any other rights of the Purchaser under the
related laws, GON may blacklist a Bidder for its conduct for a
period of one (1) to three (3) years on the following grounds and
seriousness of the act committed by the bidder:

(@ if convicted by a court of law in a criminal offence which
disqualifies the Bidder from participating in the contract,

(b) Ifitis proved that the bidder has committed an act contrary to
ITB 3.2.

A bidder declared blacklisted and ineligible by the GoN, Public
procurement Monitoring Office (PPMO), and/or the DP in case of
DP funded project, shall be ineligible to bid for a contract during the
period of time determined by the GoN, PPMO and/or the DP.

The Supplier shall permit the GoN/DP to inspect the Supplier’s
accounts and records relating to the performance of the Supplier and
to have them audited by auditors appointed by the GoN/DP, if so
required by the GoN/DP.

DP Funded: In pursuance of the fraud and corruption policy, the DP.

(@ will reject a proposal if it determines that the bidder
recommended for award has directly or through an agent,
engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive, coercive, or
obstructive practices in competing for the contract in
question;

(b) will cancel the portion of the loan/ credit/ grant allocated to a
contract if it determines at any time that representative(s) of
the GoN or of a beneficiary of the fund engaged in corrupt,
fraudulent, collusive, or coercive practices during the
procurement or the execution of that contract, without the
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GoN having taken timely and appropriate action satisfactory
to the DP to address such practices when they occur.

(b) receive or have received any direct or indirect subsidy
from any of them;

(c)  have the same legal representative for purposes of this Bid;

(d) have a relationship with each other, directly or through
common third parties, that puts them in a position to have
access to information about or influence on the Bid of
another Bidder, or influence the decisions of the Purchaser
regarding this bidding process;

(e) a Bidder participates in more than one bid in this bidding
process. Participation by a Bidder in more than one Bid
will result in the disqualification of all Bids in which it is
involved. However, this does not limit the inclusion of the
same subcontractor, not otherwise participating as a
Bidder, in more than one bid; or

a Bidder or any of its affiliates participated as a consultant
in the preparation of the design or technical specifications
of the goods and services that are the subject of the bid.

Firms shall be excluded in any of the cases, if

(b) DP Funded: as a matter of law or official regulation, GoN
prohibits commercial relations with that country, provided that
the DP is satisfied that such exclusion does not preclude
effective competition for the supply of goods or related services
required;

(c) DP Funded: a firm has been determined to be ineligible by the
DP in relation to their guidelines or appropriate provisions on
preventing and combating fraud and corruption in projects
financed by them.
